August Pullman was born with a facial difference that, up until now, has prevented him from going to a
mainstream school. Starting 5th grade at Beecher Prep, he wants nothing more than to be treated as an
ordinary kid—but his new classmates can’t get past Auggie’s extraordinary face. WONDER, now a #1
New York Times bestseller and included on the Texas Bluebonnet Award master list, begins from Auggie’s
point of view, but soon switches to include his classmates, his sister, her boyfriend, and others. These
perspectives converge in a portrait of one community’s struggle with empathy, compassion, and
acceptance.

Number the Stars by Lois Lowry

Hatchet by Gary Paulsen

Brian is on his way to Canada to visit his estranged father when the pilot of his small prop plane suffers a
heart attack. Brian is forced to crash-land the plane in a lake--and finds himself stranded in the remote
Canadian wilderness with only his clothing and the hatchet his mother gave him as a present before his
departure...

The Lightning Thief by Rick Riordan

Percy Jackson is a good kid, but he can't seem to focus on his schoolwork or control his temper. And
lately, being away at boarding school is only getting worse - Percy could have sworn his pre-algebra
teacher turned into a monster and tried to kill him. When Percy's mom finds out, she knows it's time that
he knew the truth about where he came from, and that he go to the one place he'll be safe. She sends
Percy to Camp Half Blood, a summer camp for demigods (on Long Island), where he learns that the
father he never knew is Poseidon, God of the Sea. Soon a mystery unfolds and together with his
friends—one a satyr and the other the demigod daughter of Athena - Percy sets out on a quest across the
United States to reach the gates of the Underworld (located in a recording studio in Hollywood) and
prevent a catastrophic war between the gods.

Roll of Thunder, Hear my Cry by Mildred Taylor
Why is the land so important to Cassie's family? It takes the events of one turbulent year—the year of the
night riders and the burnings, the year a white girl humiliates Cassie in public simply because she's

The Graveyard Book by Neil Gaiman

Nobody Owens, known to his friends as Bod, is a perfectly normal boy. Well, he would be perfectly normal
if he didn't live in a graveyard, being raised and educated by ghosts, with a solitary guardian who belongs
to neither the world of the living nor the world of the dead.

But it is in the land of the living that real danger lurks, for it is there that the man Jack lives and he has
already killed Bod's family.

Holes by Louis Sachar

Stanley Yelnats is under a curse. A curse that began with his no-good-dirty-rotten-
pig-stealing-great-great-grandfather and has since followed generations of Yelnats. Now Stanley has
been unjustly sent to a boys' detention center, Camp Green Lake, where the warden makes the boys
"build character" by spending all day, every day, digging holes: five feet wide and five feet deep. It doesn't
take long for Stanley to realize there's more than character improvement going on at Camp Green Lake.
The boys are digging holes because the warden is looking for something. Stanley tries to dig up the truth
in this inventive and darkly humorous tale of crime and punishment—and redemption.

Maniac Magee by Jerry Spinelli

Jeffrey Lionel "Maniac" Magee might have lived a normal life if a freak accident hadn't made him an
orphan. After living with his unhappy and uptight aunt and uncle for eight years, he decides to run--and
not just run away, but run. This is where the myth of Maniac Magee begins, as he changes the lives of a
racially divided small town with his amazing and legendary feats.

The Cay by Theodore Taylor

Phillip is excited when the Germans invade the small island of Curagao. War has always been a game to
him, and he’s eager to glimpse it firsthand—until the freighter he and his mother are traveling to the United
States on is torpedoed. When Phillip comes to, he is on a small raft in the middle of the sea. Besides
Stew Cat, his only companion is an old West Indian, Timothy. Phillip remembers his mother’s warning
about black people: “They are different, and they live differently.” But by the time the castaways arrive on
a small island, Phillip’s head injury has made him blind and dependent on Timothy.
